Примерный план-конспект урока.

A round-table talk “Youth Subcultures and Me”   the 10th form (беседа за «Круглым столом» с использованием приёма ролевой игры)

 Цели:

познавательный аспект – обобщение знаний учащихся об отдельных молодежных субкультурах и музыкальных стилях.

развивающий аспект – развитие способности к анализу, сравнению, высказыванию собственного мнения.

воспитательный аспект – формирование терпимого отношения к мнению другого человека, формирование потребности осознания своего права на собственную позицию.

учебный аспект – совершенствование навыков диалогической и монологической речи.
Оборудование: компьютер, проектор, экран, тематические картинки.

Ход урока:
Teacher: Hello, girls and boys! I am Mrs.Dolganina – a teacher of English and an organizer of today’s round-table talk. We are going to discuss many interesting things today during our meeting.

The theme of our round-table talk is “Youth Subcultures and Me”.

 Let me introduce the members of our friendly meeting. (The teacher organizes the conversation with the pupils)


This is a group of students from teens’ club “Friendship”.

-Excuse me, are you Nikita?

-Yes, I am.

-Glad to see you. Do you speak English well?

-No, I don’t. But I am a hard-working boy and I hope I will speak well.
-This is Kate Fisher. I’m happy to see you.

-I’m happy to see you too.

-What languages do you speak, Kate?

-I speak a little English and German.

-Oh, tell us some words in German.

Kate is reciting the poem.
-Oh, thank you. It’s a pleasure. Well, I know that you are Vasya. You are a pupil in the 10th form “B”, aren’t you?

-Yes, I’m glad to see you, Valentina Victorovna.

-So, am I. I’m pleased to introduce Artyom to you. He is crazy about computers. What is your favourite subject at school?

-I.T. 
-Let me introduce myself. I’m Olga Orlova. I’m a member of teenagers’ club “Friendship” and I’m interested in subcultures and youth groupings. And this is my friend Slava. He can’t live without his computer. He has prepared a presentation about different youth subcultures. He is going to retell about skinheads today.
The teacher to Slava: Do you speak English?-Yes, I do, but I speak English not very well.
-Thank you. This is Irene. She is studying teenagers’ problems. And what about your English?

-I want to improve my English. I think I will be able to speak about punks today in English.

-The most impressive person at our meeting is Anton. He is a real punk. He is a pupil in the tenth form “B”. Of course, he doesn’t have such a hair-cut at school every day. But he did it for us this morning. He is a devoted punk – in his thoughts, appearance, behaviour and music. I know that Irene is his personal hairdresser. Anton, I’m glad to see a real representative of a youth grouping at the lesson.

-I’m glad to see you too. I’m rather peaceful and polite today. I’m not aggressive, as you see.

 -Are you happy to have a possibility to show off?
-Yes, I’m.

So, this group of teenagers is going to represent some subcultures at the lesson, to speak about them, about their music and to show their essence.
And these two students are our analysts. Meet Olga and Nick. They will give their opinion and will organize the discussion during the lesson. Are you ready to work?

-Yes, we are. Olga is a brilliant speaker, I hope.
-And I think that Nick is the best analyst, I have ever known.

The teacher to Nick:  And who is that girl with a tape-recorder? Is she a reporter?

-Yes, she is. She is a journalist from the local newspaper “Знамя труда”. She is very talented. She likes to ask “what”, “where”, “when” questions.
-And at last I want you to meet Helen. She is a theorist from the local youth centre. She is a promising young researcher of youth problems.
-Thank you for the compliment.

-It’s not a compliment. I mean it. I hope you will give us some interesting information. You know that we are going to speak about teens’ likes and dislikes at the meeting. What do you think about it?
-It is fashionable to speak about teens’ problems nowadays. More and more social problems are associated with being young. The changes in the society, the system of our life make young people choose their own life style. Young people have a particular relationship with the world. There are a lot of groupings, youth subcultures that have interests different from those of the mainstream culture. A particular cultural grouping is way for young people to express their individuality.
-Thank you, Helen. Now let’s start our talk. What shall we begin with? Olga, what do you want to say?
-Anton and Slava have prepared two presentations today. The first one is devoted to different subcultures and the other one is devoted to different styles or genres of music associated with different subcultures. We want you to show slides and to organize a discussion. As for us, we are going to watch these slides, speak about youth groupings and take part in the discussion.
-I’ll do it with pleasure. So, let’s begin. Показ слайдов
-By the mid-60s, teenagers had begun to form distinct cultural groupings. We are going to represent some of them to you. Слайды о хиппи
The good old times for most of our hippies were the 1970s. Their ideals include love, peace and freedom of self-expression and nonconformity to society’s rules. Against the background of speeches, reports, slogans, which served as a smokescreen for corruption and moral crisis, hippies showed to young people an alternative to all that.

It is not so difficult to look like a traditional hippie: a pair of worn-out blue jeans, long hair and a couple of decorative chains. The motto of hippies is “Everything that brings people together is good; everything that draws them apart is evil. Love is the most powerful thing that brings people together.”
-I like the motto of hippies. And what do our analysts think?

Dialogue 1

-Are you for hippies?

-Hippies sound just all right, because they want to change the world to the best. They are not violent.
-I don’t think being a hippie is very good. They often take drugs. Their behaviour differs from social norms. They don’t conform to society standards.

-I know a person who was a hippie and some years later he became a president of a big country. To be a hippie is a real life. It is not a hobby.

-Thank you, my dear friends. Let’s go on watching slides. Слайды о байкерах

Who is ready to speak?
-Some people consider bikers aggressive. But in most cases they have only threatening appearance. A biker in Russia prefers a heavy bike like Harley Davidson and a leather jacket. But, besides, a real biker has his own values and beliefs as bikers of the USA have.

Bike subculture appeared in Russia with the appearance of Moscow motorbike club “Night wolves”. The club is famous not only in Russia but also all over the world. The first Russian bike show, which took place in 1995, attracted a lot of guests from abroad.
-Thank you, in my opinion bikers have the right to exist but they must be less aggressive and more useful. Now, Nick and Olga, it is your turn to speak.
Dialogue 2

-What do you think of bikers?
-I think that they are strong and brave. Besides, they keep order at the concerts of underground musicians.
-Yes, right you are. I think that their threatening appearance helps them to keep order at the concerts.
Thank you. Let’s continue watching. Слайды о хакерах
Who is going to give us some information?


-Hackers are “wizards” of the computer community. They are people with a deep understanding of how their computers work and can do things with them that seem “magical”. They don’t protest against their parents. 

About one in three hundred computer owners spend all their time using computers. Ninety-six per cent of them are males of all ages. All of them spend an average of twenty hours per week on home computers. The majority of the adults also use computers at work. All the computer addicts are very intelligent.
Thank you. As for me, I can’t live without my computer, though I am not a hacker.

And what about you, my friends?

Dialogue 3
-Can you live without your computer?
-No, I can’t. I use it all the time. It is like a typewriter and address book for me and it is also used for checking my spelling. And what about you?

-As for me, I couldn’t imagine my life without my computer. I can go on the INTERNET and discover everything about anything. It’s a brilliant source of information.

-Yes, I agree with you. Besides, we can play computer games, listen to music and communicate with our friends.
Thank you. Let’s go on watching and speaking. Who is the next to speak?
Слайды о модах
-Mods developed their own style distinct from others. A person has college-style hair, a neat white shirt, a short jacket or a short blazer jacket, and narrow trousers. The clothes are Italian by choice. Pale face, plenty of make-up. Scooters are the preferred means of transportation. He or she prefers soul music. Mods are a British youth subculture, which was founded by the end of 1950s. They changed Teddy-boys and later mods partly turned into skinheads.
Thank you. What can Olga and Nick say? 

Dialogue 4
-What do you think of mods?
-Oh, I don’t know what to say. On one hand they are neat, handsome and fashionable. But on the other hand, they have the same features as skinheads. 

-I also hate skinheads. I have never seen mods in real life and even on TV.

-Yes, and we don’t have such a subculture in Dubrovka.

Thank you. Let’s go on. On the screen you see punks. Who is going to speak?
-Punk is a young person who dresses in a shocking way to express his or her identity. He or she has brightly coloured hair and wears metal chains. The person is thought to rebel against the society. The music is aggressive. The behaviour is very aggressive too. Their aim is to show off. They reject everything.
Thank you. We are listening to you, Olga and Nick.

Dialogue 5

-What do you think of the attitude of society towards punks?

-It seems to me that most of grown-ups don’t like punks because they differ from social norms.
-Yes, many people don’t like their defiant conduct and defiant appearance.

Thank you. On the screen you see skinheads. Slava, you are welcome.

-Skinheads cut their hair shorter than others do. The majority of them are working class, patriotic, reggae, football fanatics. They are very uninterested in politics. Most wear tight trousers and heavy boots and are usually regarded as violent and aggressive. 
Bonehead is the term used by true skinheads to describe pretenders to the cult. Most often these are Nazis whose only interest in the cult comes from their racist views.

Typical bonehead warning signs are bald heads, very wide suspenders, heavy metal T-shirts, swazzies, Celtic crosses and noticeable lack of IQ. 
As for me, I’m against skinheads. I think that their values and beliefs are wrong. 
And what do the analysts think?

Dialogue 6

-What is your attitude to skinheads?

-I think that this subculture is awful, because all of their members are violent. They are very aggressive.

-Well, I think they are potential criminals. Their groups are like gangs. I think that the most aggressive of them must be forbidden.
Thank you. Now, let’s watch Goths. They are very impressive. Who is ready to speak?
- Goths wear the blackest black, with a lot of silver jewelers and have very black hair and look as thin and pale as possible. The members of this subculture gather together to read Bram Stoker and talk about being vampires and about the end of the world.
Olga and Nick, what can you say?
Dialogue 7

-Do you know what Bram Stoker was?

-As far as I know, he was an Irish novelist, actor, theatre manager and the author. His novel “Dracula” crystallized most aspects of the traditional vampire legend and became the source for all subsequent fiction and films on the subject.

-I saw “Dracula”. It’s a horror film. I see that Goths are fond of mysticism and everything that is connected with death.
Thank you. And now I would like you to ask some questions Anton.

Questions to Anton:

1. What subculture do you belong to?

2. What do you prefer to wear?
3. Why is your hair-cut so shocking?

4. What kind of music do you listen to?

5. Do you have any problems with your parents?

6. Do punks believe in love?

7. Are there many punks among your friends?

11. Do you love your school and your teachers?

Thank you, everybody. We see that so many subcultures so many values and beliefs. And now I see that Galina wants to speak. You are welcome, Gala.
I want to ask the members of the club “Friendship” some questions.

-Olga, what do you think of the attitude of society (especially grown-ups) towards the members of different subcultures and groups?

Olga: It seems to me that some grown-ups don’t like some subcultures because of their aggression and violence. Besides, the bad image of youth subcultures is presented by the press.
-Nikita, what is your attitude towards the members of different youth groupings?

Nikita: I think that they are not so bad. We should realize that teens want to show off. A subculture is a way of life.
-Vasya, what do you think about it?

Vasya: All those groups or subcultures are awful, because all of their members are violent.

-Kate, what can you say about skinheads?

Kate: I think that skinheads should be forbidden. They are potential criminals.
-Valentina Victorovna, what do you think about youth subcultures?

Teacher:  I think that teenagers are often involved in different youth groupings. They have problems with their parents and they run from homes. Sometimes their choice is wrong and bad. They begin to reject social norms. If their behaviour is aggressive, my attitude to them is very negative. I hate racism, violence and aggression.
Gala: Thank you, Valentina Victorovna.
What kind of music do teens listen to? What is music? I want Helen to give us some information.
Helen about music: Music is a part of our life because it enriches our mind. It helps to understand the world around us, enriches our soul and broadens our mind. Music gives us opportunities for our personal development. It also makes our taste better. Music touches our hearts and makes us picture in our minds the best moments of our life. People who listen to classical music are intelligent, kind and well-educated. Young people from different countries of the world have the same musical tastes. They enjoy listening to rock’n’roll, blues, pop, rap or techno. They collect CDs. Videos and posters of their idols. Some of them follow their idols to some other places.

Teacher: Let’s watch the second presentation, listen to some styles of music and give some features of this or that music. (7 episodes of clips are being shown)
-Bikers listen to heavy metal-a musical genre, having intensive sounds with strong rhythms. This music is loud and violent. It is associated with protest against conventional attitude. Heavy metal derived from hard rock, combined with some other aspects.
-Gothic is a type of music, which expresses strong feelings and emotions. Gothic is associated with sorrow, sadness, death, loneliness. The music is not happy, it makes people think of the end of the world. The words of the songs are connected with mysticism.

-Hackers listen to different styles of music – techno, pop, rap, rock and hard rock, alternative, grunge, punk-rock and others. Music helps them to work and to play.
-Rock has been listened to by hippies for many years. The rock musicians were the first to use light effects, slide projectors at their performances. Rock groups were the favourite of London underground. Rock is characterized by strong powerful repeated figures.

-Mods used to listen to soul music. It is a type of popular modern black American music, derived from blues and jazz that express strong emotions. Nowadays mods listen to punk-rock and reggae. Their music is rather aggressive and violent.
-Punk is a type of loud and violent rock-music, popular since the late 1970s and associated with protest against society and older generation. The music is very angry, rude and anti-social.

-Skinheads listen to OI-music, reggae, alternative. Their music is aggressive, rude and violent. It is with strong rhythms and loud sounds. It is not intellectual.
Teacher: We see that teenagers listen to different genres of music according to their taste and according to the subculture.
 We’ve spoken about some of youth groupings today. And what is the teenager of the end of 2006 like? Let’s listen to Helen.

Helen: According to the report of the Centre of Social Researches of Moscow University the trendiest young person of the end of 2006: Reads a lot. Plays football. Listens to rock or techno like young people in many countries. Is mad about the film “Lord of the rings” as the teens all over the world are. Is very friendly. Appreciates not only mutual understanding but also trust. Is sure that love can’t exist without friendship.

Teacher: Thank you, Helen. Our round-table talk is going to be finished. You will get individual tasks for the next lesson. Thank you for your active work at the lesson.
